New Council Development
Coordinator Never Stops

I had the good fortune to dine
with new Council Development
Coordinator, Art Sampson, at the
Mid Year banquet. For years, I
have heard his name, but never
really met him. To say I was
blown away is an understatement.
We are dedicating this issue

of Knight’s Call to Art, the
unheralded hero of New Council
Development in Colorado.

NCDC Art Sampson

Art has developed an astounding sixty six (66) new Councils
since he began this labor of love in 1993. Every State Deputy
since that time owes a debt of gratitude to the unselfish work
Art has done. He drives from 7-11,000 miles per year to
every imaginable nook and cranny in the state of Colorado,
all at his own expense. Why? “Because I enjoy it,” Art Says.
“I love to meet people, and the Church needs more and more
good men.”

Art was born in Atlantic City, New Jersey in 1937. He and
his wife Rosemary, of nearly forty-eight years have two
children, two grandchildren and one great grandchild. He
has a BS degree in Accounting from Metro State College

in Denver and a MBS in Business from the University of
Northern Colorado. He joined the Air Force at age seventeen
and retired at the young age of 37, after twenty years of
service. He was awarded the Bronze Star for his work in
Viet Nam. After retirement, he returned to the Department of
Defense, where he spent another twenty-five years.

Now, here is the amazing part. During his stint with the
military, Art developed the Direct Deposit program and the
Electronic Funds Transfer program, both of which we use
today! In 1994, He was given a “certificate of appreciation”
by then Vice President Gore at a ceremony in Washington,
D.C. The programs were eventually adopted by private
industry. Can you imagine the royalties if Art had developed
these programs for business? And, where would we be
without them today?

Art joined the Knights of Columbus in 1966 at Grand Forks,
N. Dakota. Later, he served for four years as Grand Knight
of Council 3785 in Brighton, CO. He served as Grand
Knight for four years. For two years, he served as District
Deputy of what was then District 9. He joined the 4" Degree
in 1975, where he served as Admiral before devoting all

of his time to New Council Development. His hobby is
international travel. Somehow, he has managed to visit 144
countries, with more to come.

This is an amazing story of the dedication and passion of
one of our esteemed, if not prized, members. Please keep Art
in your prayers and thank him for his loyal service the next

The second in a series of articles
about the Colorado Knights of
Columbus Charities Fund, Inc.

The Colorado Knights of
Columbus charities fund Inc., was
the result of Past State Deputy
Bernard B. Carraher seeking to
devise a program that would give
the Past State Deputies a vehicle
for any involvement in State
Council activities not present
before that time.

After several brainstorming
sessions with Past State Deputies, Gene Steinke and Andy
Martelon, the Articles of Incorporation were agreed upon
and submitted to the Colorado Secretary of State and
approved on August 31, 1973. Article 2 set out the purposes
of the corporation and will be printed in full in the next
edition of Knight’s Call.

It need not be indicated that PSD Carraher was an attorney.
But what should be pointed out is that he had grandiose
plans and hopes for the new Charities Corporation. Even the
success of the fund in recent years, would not have surprised
him and may indeed have disappointed him.

Article IV of the Articles of Incorporation indicated that
“said Corporation is organized on a non-stock basis. The
amount of assets, which said Corporation possess is: real
property, none; personal property, $1000 in cash. Said
Corporation is to be financed by contributions to it of funds
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and property absolutely or in trust for its purposes as herein
stated and for no other purposes.”

It must be noted that the $1000 in cash was the result of a
personal check, which PSD Carraher wrote to initiate the fund.
That initial contribution as of 9-30-08 had grown to $6,853.69

Article V of the Incorporation papers lists the names of the
Incorporators as follows:
Andrew J. Martelon; Gene E. Steinke; and Bernard B Carraher.

The names of a first Board of Trustees are as follows:
William L. Blick, John D. Burke, Thomas H. Cavanaugh,
Paul C. Fassler, Reverend Roy Figlino, Hugh V. Giltner,
Thomas F. Hagerty, Jack F. Knudsen, David L. McKinney,
Andrew J. Marleton, John J. Mildenberger, Robert B.
Powers, Guido Rossi, Gene F. Steinke, and John J. Sullivan.

While we have been unable to determine precisely when

the fund was withdrawn from the sole administration of the
Past State Deputies, it would seem logical that this was done
when the mental health program (Tootsie Roll solicitation)
started to generate substantial funds; which seemed to

be more logically administered by the state officers, with

all living Past State Deputies in Colorado comprising the
balance of the Board of Directors.

Though many facets of the program originally envisioned

by PSD Carraher (who passed away in 1985) have not been
realized, much good has been accomplished and the potential
for even greater things is still inherent in the Colorado Knights
of Columbus Charities Fund, Inc.—Qur thanks to PSD
Martelon (1967-1969) for submitting this Insight! article.

In my travels over the last few weeks I have noted some
confusion as far as the new benefits the Knights have to
offer. Everything is new, but everything is better! Let me try
explaining some of what is going on.

New Annuity offered

As you are, the new member plan is gone, replaced by a

new member annuity instead. This has some disappointed
but I look at it as a wonderful. So many members bought the
new member plan and could then say, “I have insurance.”

New Guaranteed Issue Plan

Also in its place is a guaranteed issue permanent plan of
insurance. No medical questions, no being turned down, unlike
the new member plan. This plan is awesome and in just the last
quarter of 2008 it added death benefits of $52 million dollars
Order wide! That’s $52 million dollars that otherwise might not
be in force for families, and that, too, is a good thing.

New Mortality Table saves money

Some have had questions about the new mortality table. Every
so often the mortality table needs to change due to advances in
medicine and lifestyle. The last mortality table was designed
in the 1980’s and we are living longer now. Keep in mind I am
not an actuary, but here is how I see it: If you take a sample of
1000 people this table predicts how many people will be alive
in each age group. In the new mortality table there will be no
more people alive by age 120, unlike the last mortality table
that ended at age 100. This is actually good news for those of
us who are buying insurance; the longer the age goes out the
cheaper premiums become!

I know the insurance world is confusing. I know the
insurance world is ever changing.
